The final days of this holiday is a time when 
everyone goes to the temples near their hometowns and villages, to offer food, clothing and gifts to the 
monks in order to gain merit for their deceased ancestors.  So many live in fear and desperately needs to hear the Good News 
message and saving grace of our Lord and Savior.  As we strive to be godly examples, please pray God will reveal Himself in 
ways that impact the Cambodian people, drawing them into a deep, loving relationship with Him.
